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Faculty of Engineering, Mahasarakham University Announcement

Subject: No Gift Policy for the Fiscal Year 2024

According to the announcement from the Office of the Prime Minister regarding the
announcement of the national reform plan (revised version) on February 23, 2021, approval has
been given for the reform plan concemning the prevention and suppression of corruption and
misconduct (revised version). It mandates the advancement of initiatives to develop Thailand's
governmental system to be transparent and free from undue benefits. Objective 1, point 1.1
stipulates that all government units must declare themselves as entities where every
government official refuse gifts and rewards of any kind while performing their duties (No Gift
Policy). Additionally, in accordance with the announcement from Mahasarakham University
dated January 2, 2025, regarding the No Gift Policy, this directive has been circulated to all units
within the university for general acknowledgment and compliance.

In this regard, to drive forward activities in accordance with the national reform plan
and the aforementioned announcements, aiming to foster transparency, instill good ethical
practices, and cultivate a positive organizational culture within Faculty of Engineering,
Mahasarakham University, it is hereby declared that all executives, civil servants, employees,
officers, and personnel of the Faculty of Engineering shall not accept gifts or rewards of any
kind while performing their duties (No Gift Policy), both in regular work situations and during any
special occasions or festivals, except where unavoidable circumstances necessitate adherence
to criteria for accepting gifts or rewards, as outlined in the regulations of the Office of the Prime
Minister regarding the giving or receiving of gifts by state officials, B.E. 2544, and the National
Anti-Corruption Commission's criteria for receiving assets or other benefits by state officials, B.E.
2563, based on the ethical principles of state officials.

Therefore, this announcement is made for general awareness, and it is expected
that all executives, civil servants, employees, officers, and personnel of Faculty of Engineering
adhere strictly to this policy henceforth.
